Empirical chapters

Title

Abstract (150-200 words)

· Starting “This chapter…”
Introduction

· In the last paragraph, present the structure of the whole chapter.
[Main body]
Literature review

· At the end of the literature review, summarise research gaps and list your research questions.
Methodology 

· Research design, participants and sampling procedure, instruments and procedure, data analysis, ethical issues)

Findings

Discussion

Conclusion and implications 

· Conclude the chapter

· Summarise the major findings

· Present limitations

· Make suggestions for future research based on your findings

· Provide implications for practice (regarding instruction, teacher education, policy making, materials development)

References (APA 6th edition)

Appendix

· If more than one, use Appendix A, Appendix B, etc.
Biodata of the contributor/s (100 words about each)

The length of the chapter should be 7,000-8,000 words including references and appendices.

General guidelines

· All sections must be numbered

· British spelling must be used 

· Figures and tables must be numbered and have brief captions

· Images, figures and tables must be prepared in greyscale
· Font size for the title, headings and text must be 14pt, 12pt and 12pt, respectively
· Bold style must be used for the title and headings
· Single inverted commas are allowed only within double inverted commas
· Block quotes are indented on both sides and contain 30 or more words
· Words must be used for numbers below 10 and numerals for numbers 10 and above

· Do not use underlining
