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The volume is a collection of high-quality chapters, both conceptual and empirical, on topics discussed during the conference. The work will be submitted to a world-leading publisher (e.g., Springer, Routledge) in early 2023. The language of the publication is English. The following guidelines must be strictly followed.
· The submission has not been previously published, nor is it before another book or journal for consideration.

·  The submission file is in OpenOffice, Microsoft Word, RTF, or WordPerfect document file format.

·  The text is single-spaced; uses a 12-point font; employs italics, rather than underlining (except with URL addresses); and all illustrations, figures, and tables are placed within the text at the appropriate points, rather than at the end.

·  The chapter should provide the debate and critical discussion on the topic. 

· Please adheres to APA 6th.

· In the end, include a 100-word bio statement for each author including email address(es) and affiliation(s).
